In September 1984, the Hideo Saito Memorial Concerts were held to mark the tenth anniversary of the passing of Hideo Saito, who was a great educator and one of the founders of the Toho Gakuen
School of Music. His disciple, conductor Seiji Ozawa, organized Saito’s students who are successful musicians around the globe, and this was the start of the Saito Kinen Orchestra (SKO). With the
SKO as the parent body and Seiji Ozawa as the director, the Saito Kinen Festival Matsumoto was launched in September 1992. The festival name was changed to Seiji Ozawa Matsumoto Festival
(OMF) in 2015, and now in its thirtieth year, the Saito Kinen Orchestra Foundation has been established. We look forward to welcoming you in Shinshu, Matsumoto with its refreshing breezes.

2021 will be the 30th year that my cherished Saito Kinen Orchestra holds a festival with Matsumoto as its home field, and it is my sincere hope that this
will always continue as something special. With the desire to have the orchestra take a leading role in the festival, we created a new structure, appointing
a number of SKO members to an advisory committee where we discuss and make decisions ranging from the programs to the orchestra’s future. The Saito
Kinen Orchestra is the center of this festival.

SKO Advisory Committee holds him in high esteem for his other repertoire as well, thus the organized program is an exciting combination of Mozart,
Mendelssohn, and Sibelius.
